Rifle & Pistol Ranges 
 

Spring is upon us and that means one thing, I can get into the Rifle Range with out pushing 
through two feet of snow. True, but that is not all. It is time to do some spring cleaning, so bring your 
rake, shovel, wheel barrel, weed eater. hammer, screw gun etc… and come on down to the club 
April 12th & 13th for some fun.  Your help ensures that the ranges present a pleasant and safe 
environment for you to practice in.  Besides, you won’t be able to shoot during this maintenance so 
you might as well enjoy the comradery of your fellow sportsmen. 
 

Here are just a few reminders. 
 
· Hours are 8am to sunset everyday, unless otherwise noted (example April 12 & 13). 
· The Combination changed in March. You must come to the Club House, during 

operational hours with your membership card, to get it. 
· You must carry your membership card with you while on the range and show it, if asked. 
· You must not give the combination out to anyone else. They need to go to the Club with 

their membership card to get it. 
· Close and lock the gate behind you, every time you enter and exit, so that anyone 

entering will need to know the proper combination. 
· You must fill out a RO sheet, which is located in the box near the gate, when you arrive. 

Turn it in at the Club house, along with any money owed, when you finish shooting. 
 
 I know a lot of these sound frivolous, but by doing this you ensure that the costs of shooting 
does not have to be raised and you protect yourself and your club from unwanted liability.

There will be a 3 day Hunter Education Course, for guns, held from 6 to 9:30 pm on April 14,16 & 
18. You must be pre-registered to attend.  These classes fill up fast so don’t delay.  Contact

Our matches for April thru June will be held on the 3rd Sunday of each month.  Squadding times 
are 10 AM and 1 PM.  Match fees are $12 for PF&G members and slightly more for non-
members.  A safety course is required for first time shooters and is held at 9AM. 
 

You should bring a handgun, holster, at least 100 rounds of ammo, and 3 magazines.  The daily 
fee is $12 for members and $15 for non-members.  Active military members are shoot for half 
price. 
 

This is a great way to become proficient with your handgun, in a realistic shooting environment.  
There are experienced shooters who will be glad to help new shooters, so don’t be afraid to give 
it a try.  
 

In May, we will be hosting the Eastern Lakes Sectionals which is a semi-major match that rotates 
between USPSA clubs in the New York state.  The match will begin on Friday, May 16th and run 
through Sunday, May 18th.
